
From the Chairman of the Board:

As 2012 draws to a close, it is 
a good time to reflect on the 
year’s accomplishments and 
look ahead to the future. The 
Atlanta BeltLine achieved 
some key milestones over the 
past year. The opening of the 
2.25-mile Eastside Trail, the 
first trail segment to be built in 
the old rail corridor, has been 
enthusiastically embraced 
and used by the public. Tens of 
thousands of people have been 
out enjoying the trail since its 
official opening on October 15.

The Atlanta BeltLine also 
received a Record of Decision 
for the Tier 1 Environmental 
Impact Statement for Transit 
and Trails, a critical study 
conducted with MARTA on 
behalf of the Federal Transit 
Administration, that makes the 
project more competitive for 
future federal funding. It also 
establishes the transit and trail 
alignment and selects modern 
streetcar for the transit 
technology.

Finally, Atlanta BeltLine, Inc. 
(ABI) and the city completed 
the master planning process for 
all 10 Atlanta BeltLine subareas 
with recommendations for 
land use, transportation 
improvements and greenspace. 
ABI is now working with 
its partners, stakeholders 
and the community to 
create the Atlanta BeltLine 
Implementation Plan, 
which will be the strategic 
roadmap for completing this 
transformational project. 
Please stay involved and help us 
continue to move the Atlanta 
BeltLine forward.

The Atlanta 
BeltLine Implementation Plan will be the compass that guides Atlanta BeltLine, 
Inc. (ABI) and its partners in the execution of this transformative project for the 
City of Atlanta.  The Implementation Plan is a 20-year plan in five year increments 
that will serve as a long range strategic plan. A series of public meetings in 
November and December presented how the plan will be developed, discussed 
how the public’s input will be incorporated, and shared insight into how the 
decision-making process will be based on a priorities matrix in order to determine 
the sequence in which projects are built.

$3 MILLION DONATION MOVES PROJECT FORWARD

In November, The Atlanta BeltLine 
Partnership received a generous 
gift from the Robert W. Woodruff 
Foundation to support the Atlanta 
BeltLine project’s expansion, 
specifically the development of the 
gateway connecting the Eastside 
Trail to Historic Fourth Ward Park.  
The $3 million dollar grant will also 
support the development of the 
portion of the Eastside Trail through 
Reynoldstown; design for this trail 
segment will begin by the end of 
the year. “I applaud the Woodruff 
Foundation for their generous gift and 
confidence in the Atlanta BeltLine’s 
ability to connect communities, 
revitalize neighborhoods and redevelop

ATLANTA BELTLINE PARKS IN AUTUMN

EDGEWOOD AVE BRIDGE CONSTRUCTION UPDATE

In early 2013, Atlanta 
BeltLine, Inc. will begin work 
on replacing the bridge on 
Edgewood Avenue that 
passes over the old railroad 
corridor. The construction 
project, a partnership with City 
of Atlanta, will detour traffic 
to Irwin St. and DeKalb Ave. 
based on the direction of travel. 
Once the bridge is complete 
in early 2014, we anticipate 
beginning construction of the 
Eastside Trail extension south 
of Irwin St. Thank you for your 
patience!

The Southwest Connector Trail is a PATH Foundation-led project that 
will ultimately connect to the Atlanta BeltLine through the Westview 
neighborhood in southwest Atlanta as part of the 33-mile network of paved 
trails. The trail winds through a serene stretch of woods, originating at the 
existing Lionel Hampton Trail, passing by Beecher Hills Elementary School, 
and emerging onto Westwood Avenue. Construction is underway now. When 
complete, this trail will run 4.5 miles. Phase I of this project along with the 
Eastside Trail, the West End Trail and the Northside Trail will bring the total of 
permanent trails to nearly seven miles along and near the corridor.
