
From the President and CEO:

In a tremendous step forward 
for trail construction along 
the Atlanta BeltLine, the City 
of Atlanta received an $18 
million federal TIGER V grant 
in September 2013. This 
accelerates the construction 
of the Westside Trail by 
several years, bringing the 
Atlanta BeltLine through 
some of Atlanta’s most historic 
communities. Plans are 
progressing rapidly and you can 
look for construction to start in 
the fall of 2014. 

The following milestones will also 
take place in 2014: completion 
of the Edgewood Avenue bridge; 
construction on the Eastside 
Trail between Irwin Street and 
DeKalb Avenue; construction of 
the Gateway path between the 
Eastside Trail and Historic Fourth 
Ward Park; and construction 
on the Eastside Trail extension 
south between Wylie Street 
and Memorial Drive. Final 
Environmental Assessment work 
for transit will also commence 
along several segments of the 
corridor.

Simultaneously, design 
continues for the southeast 
corridor between Adair Park 
(the southernmost point on the 
Westside Trail) and Glenwood 
Park. 

Through your support, progress 
continues on many fronts of the 
Atlanta BeltLine. Community 
involvement is as important 
as ever as we continue to 
advance one of Atlanta’s most 
significant urban mobility and 
redevelopment programs.

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TIGER V FEDERAL GRANT FOR SOUTHWEST

We have BIG news for southwest 
Atlanta! The City of Atlanta has been 
awarded an $18 million federal grant to 
develop the southwest corridor of the 
Atlanta BeltLine. Administered by the 
U.S. Department of Transportation, the 
Transportation Investment Generating 
Economic Recovery grant (known as 
TIGER) represents federal support 
for transportation infrastructure of 
national significance. The project 
includes the construction of shared-use 
trails, trailheads and access points, and 
the preservation of the future streetcar 
transit corridor. It will run from Allene 
Avenue north to Lawton Street, where 
it will transition to the existing West 
End Trail for a few blocks, then return 
to the rail corridor near Ralph David 
Abernathy Boulevard and run north 
to Lena Street and Washington Park, 
where it will terminate at the existing 
Westside Trail, a PATH Foundation 
trail. In all, the southwest corridor 
project includes 16 points of entry 
with ADA-accessible ramps and stair 
systems at nine cross-streets, including 
Ralph David Abernathy Boulevard, 
Martin Luther King Jr. Drive, Lee Street 
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and Murphy Avenue. It includes a 
14-foot wide concrete trail, two-foot 
shoulders and landscaping associated 
with the greenway corridor. Lighting, 
utilities, significant retaining wall 
infrastructure, security cameras and 
signage also will be constructed as part 
of the project. Modern streetcar transit 
is planned for a future stage of this 
corridor’s development. The TIGER V 
grant covers roughly 42 percent of the 
total project cost, which is estimated 
at $43 million and includes the cost of 
right-of-way, design, demolition and 
construction. The project’s benefits 
include the creation of a bicycle- 
and pedestrian-safe transportation 
corridor with connections to four 
local schools, direct access from 
neighborhoods to four parks, and 
a significant regional quality of life 
amenity for the area. The Atlanta 
BeltLine Eastside Trail has already 
proven itself as a redevelopment 
catalyst, with roughly $775 million 
in private real estate development 
completed or underway within a half-
mile of the project.

ART ON THE ATLANTA BELTLINE 2013

More than 70 works of visual art, 
four performance weekends, and 
10,000 of your closest friends... 
this year’s Art on the Atlanta BeltLine 
exhibition was a visual and musical 
spectacle, starting with the annual 
Lantern Parade on September 7. The 
exhibition, which officially closed on 
November 11, marks Art on the Atlanta 
BeltLine’s fourth year, and the most 
successful to date. Approximately 
10,000 participants came out for 
the Lantern Parade, and attendance 
numbered in the hundreds for the 
other performances, which included 
theater, dance, music, and live painting. 
Performances served as a catalyst to 
bring neighbors together. Sculptures 
and murals installed on the east and 
west sides of the corridor encouraged 
people to explore more areas of 
the Atlanta BeltLine. Several pieces 
incorporated the railroad’s history 
with two sculptures specifically 
fabricated from railroad artifacts. View 
more photos at art.beltline.org.

BIKE TOURS
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COMING SOON: THE EASTSIDE TRAIL GATEWAY

Construction on a connection between the Eastside Trail and Historic Fourth 
Ward Park is expected to begin by the end of 2013. The path, known as the 
Gateway, is an ADA-accessible trail that will begin across from the Angier Springs 
Road access point of the Eastside Trail, and wind down the hill toward the park, 
connecting at Dallas Street and North Angier Avenue.  The design includes 
landscaping, retaining walls, lighting, and green infrastructure stormwater design. 
Historic Fourth Ward Park features a stormwater detention basin that doubles 
as a two-acre lake, a design feature that serves both a functional and aesthetic 
purpose. The Gateway will connect the park directly to the 2-mile paved portion 
of the Eastside Trail, running from Inman Park to Piedmont Park. 

The Gateway, shown in this rendering, will wind down the hill near the Angier Springs access point of the 
Eastside Trail to Historic Fourth Ward Park.
